This letter is in response to the correspondence received on December 8, 2025, regarding the proposed Tasjan 
138kV Extension and Green Chapel – Innovation Cut-in Project located in Plain Township, Licking County, 
Ohio. We appreciate the opportunity to comment on this project. The comments of the Ohio State Historic 
Preservation Office (SHPO) are made pursuant to Section 149.53 of the Ohio Revised Code and the Ohio Power 
Siting Board (OPSB) rules for siting this project (OAC 4906-4 & 4906-5). The comments of the Ohio SHPO are 
also submitted in accordance with the provisions of Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act of 
1966, as amended (54 U.S.C. 306108 [36 CFR 800]). 
 
The following comments pertain to the Cultural Resource Management Review Letter for the Tasjan 138kV 
Extension and Green Chapel-Innovation Cut-in Project in the Plain Township, Licking County, Ohio by Ryan J. 
Weller (Weller & Associates, Inc. 2025). This project addressed a proposed 3,088-foot transmission line 
extension that will connect with Tasjan Station. Per the submission, much of the project corridor, as well as 
architectural resources in the Area of Potential Effect (APE) have been previously addressed (Weller and 
McIntosh 2023; Weller 2023). The remainder of the project corridor has been extensively disturbed by 
development on surrounding properties. Our office agrees that no additional archaeological survey is 
recommended for the proposed project.  
 
Based on the information provided, our office continues to agree the project, as proposed, will have no effect 
on historic properties. No further coordination with this office is necessary, unless the project changes or unless 
new or additional archaeological resources are discovered during the implementation of this project. In such a 
situation, this office should be contacted.

Project: The proposed project involves the construction of a new 138 kilovolt (kV) substation, 
and the installation of approximately 0.1-miles of new 138kV transmission line connecting the 
proposed Tasjan Station and customer station. 
 
Location: The proposed project is located in Jersey Township, Licking County, Ohio.  
 
The Ohio Department of Natural Resources (ODNR) has completed a review of the above 
referenced project. These comments were generated by an inter-disciplinary review within the 
Department. These comments have been prepared under the authority of the Fish and Wildlife 
Coordination Act (48 Stat. 401, as amended; 16 U.S.C. 661 et seq.), the National Environmental 
Policy Act, the Coastal Zone Management Act, Ohio Revised Code and other applicable laws and 
regulations. These comments are also based on ODNR’s experience as the state natural resource 
management agency and do not supersede or replace the regulatory authority of any local, state, 
or federal agency nor relieve the applicant of the obligation to comply with any local, state, or 
federal laws or regulations.  
 
Natural Heritage Database: A review of the Ohio Natural Heritage Database indicates there are 
no records of state or federally listed plants or animals within one mile of the specified project 
area.  Records searched date from 1980.  
 
Please note that Ohio has not been completely surveyed and we rely on receiving information 
from many sources.  Therefore, a lack of records for any particular area is not a statement that 
rare species or unique features are absent from that area.   
 
Fish and Wildlife: The Division of Wildlife (DOW) has the following comments.  
 
The DOW recommends that impacts to streams, wetlands and other water resources be avoided 
and minimized to the fullest extent possible, and that Best Management Practices be utilized to 
minimize erosion and sedimentation. 
 
The project is within the vicinity of records for the northern long-eared bat (Myotis 
septentrionalis), a state endangered and federally endangered species.  Because presence of state 
endangered bat species has been established in the area, summer tree cutting is not recommended, 
and additional summer surveys would not constitute presence/absence in the area.  However,

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3.1 WETLAND DELINEATION 

3.1.1 PRELIMINARY SOILS EVALUATION 

According to the USDA/NRCS Web Soil Survey, four soil map units are mapped within the Project Survey 

Area (USDA NRCS, 2023a and 2023b). Of these, two were identified as hydric soil, and two were identified 

as containing hydric inclusions. Soils indicated as hydric inclusions are not predominately hydric soils and 

hydric soils are more likely to be found in topographic settings. Table 2 below provides a detailed overview 

of all soil series and soil map units present within the Project Survey Area. Soil map units located in the 

Project Survey Area and vicinity are shown on Figure 2.

3.1.2 NATIONAL WETLANDS INVENTORY MAP REVIEW 

According to NWI data covering the Project location, the Project Survey Area contains one Palustrine, 

Unconsolidated Bottom, Intermittently Exposed, Excavated (PUBGx) wetland. The feature was field verified 

as EMHT Pond 1. The locations of the NWI mapped wetlands in the Project vicinity are shown on Figure 

2. Photographs of EMHT Pond 1 are included in Appendix D. 

3.1.3 DELINEATED WETLANDS 

Two previously delineated EMHT wetlands (EMHT Wetland H/J and EMHT Wetland F) were within the 

Project Survey Area. During the field survey, AECOM revised the boundary of EMHT Wetland H/J with new 

boundary as W-HLA-001 and confirmed the wetland no longer meets conditions to be considered a forested 

wetland. As for EMHT Wetland F, AECOM identified that the wetland is no longer present due to active 

construction activities. The current USACE Data Form, ORAM data forms, and photographs of these

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delineated features are provided in Appendix B, as well as the previous photographs and data forms from 

EMHT delineations are provided within Appendix A. Details for the delineated wetlands in the Project 

Survey Area is provided in Table 3. Delineated EMHT wetlands that are within the vicinity of the Project 

Survey Area are shown on Figures 2 and 3, but only features within the Project Survey Area are included 

within this report and assessment. 
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3.2 STREAM DELINEATION 

During the field survey, AECOM did not identify any streams within the Project Survey Area. 

3.2.1 OEPA STREAM ELIGIBILITY 

The Project occurs within Headwaters Blacklick Creek Watershed (HUC-12 050600011503) that is 

designated as 401 WQC Possibly Eligible. OEPA stream eligibility mapping for the Project vicinity is 

provided on Figure 4. 

3.3 FEMA 100 YEAR FLOODPLAINS 

No FEMA regulated floodways, or 100-year floodplains are located within the Project Survey Area (FEMA, 

2007). 

3.4 PONDS 

During the field survey, AECOM confirmed the presence of one previously delineated pond (EMHT Pond 

1) and current photographs of the feature are provided in Appendix D. Previous photographs from EMHT 

delineations are provided within Appendix A.  Delineated EMHT features that are within the vicinity of the 

Project Survey Area are shown on Figures 2 and 3 but only features within the Project Survey Area are 

included within this report and assessment.  A summary of the delineated features is provided in Table 3. 

3.5 UPLAND DRAINAGE FEATURES 

During the field survey, AECOM did not identify any UDFs within the Project Survey Area.  

3.6 VEGETATIVE COMMUNITIES 

AECOM ecologists conducted a general habitat survey in conjunction with the stream and wetland field 

surveys. As described in Table 4 below, the Project Survey Area contains landscaped, streams/wetlands 

habitats, urban, and woodlands. Habitat descriptions applicable to the Project are provided below. 

Vegetative communities are depicted visually on aerial photography in Figure 5. Representative 

photographs of the vegetative communities in the Project Survey Area are provided as Appendix E.  
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Protected Species Agency Summary  

Based on general observations during the ecological survey, forested clearing is anticipated to be limited 

due to the active construction by others within the Project area. If tree clearing were to become part of the 

Project scope of work, the ODNR and the USFWS recommends implementations of seasonal tree clearing 

between October 1 and March 31 to avoid adverse effects to Indiana bat, northern long-eared bat, little 

brown bat, and tricolored bat. ODNR confirmed a known presence in the vicinity of the Project area for the 

Northern long-eared bat. If trees must be cut during the summer months, the ODNR recommends that a 

mist net survey could be completed for the Indiana bat, little brown bat, and the tricolored bat between June 

1 and August 15. However, additional summer surveys would not constitute presence/absence within the 

Project Survey Area for the northern long-eared bat, Indiana bat or tricolored bat. If summer tree clearing 

is needed, additional coordination would be completed with ODNR and the USFWS. 

AECOM completed a desktop review for potential hibernaculum in accordance with the 2024 Ohio ODNR 

DOW and USFWS Joint Guidance for Bat Surveys and Tree Clearing within 0.25-mile of the Project survey 

(Appendix G). No caves, mines, and/or karst features were identified within a 0.25-miles radius of the 

Project Area that are anticipated to provide suitable hibernacula for cave-dwelling bats. As per ODNR and 

USFWS guidance, further coordination regarding potential hibernaculum is only necessary if the habitat 

assessment find potential habitat within 0.25-mile of the Project Survey Area. Therefore, no further 

coordination was necessary with either the ODNR and/or USFWS regarding the listed bat species. Results 

of the desktop habitat assessment have been included within Appendix C. 

No impacts are anticipated for the Lake Chubsucker as no in-water work is proposed as part of the Project 

and species habitat is not present. Additionally, the potential for nesting habitat for the Northern Harrier was 

absent based on field/desktop review of the Project Survey Area. The Project Survey Area is primarily 

comprised of landscaped area, woodlands, and old field. The old field vegetative community present is 

immediately bordered and surrounded by residential areas, woodlands, and urban development, thus 

creating fragmented, isolated patches, which does not support Northern Harrier nesting.  Additionally, the 

Project area is proposed for future development by others and will be absent of all vegetation at the time of 

construction.  Therefore, no further coordination regarding Northern Harrier is warranted for the Project. 

4.0 SUMMARY 

AECOM completed two sperate ecological assessments of the Project Area. The first visits (September 19, 

2023, and May 20, 2024) concluded that construction activities permitted by others intersect the Project 

Survey Area.  Of the previous features identified from the permits by others, Wetland H/J was verified at a 

reduced extent as well as changed from forested to non-forested and identified by AECOM as W-HLA-001.  

Wetland F was confirmed as being removed by others and not present at time of survey.  Lastly, one pond 

(EMHT Pond 1) was verified as being present but permitted to be filled by future development activities. 
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During the second visit (December 20, 2024) portions of W-HLA-001 were impacted due to construction. 

See Table 1 for more details regarding activities completed by others within the Project Survey Area. 

Of the six state and/or federal listed threatened or endangered species within range of the Project Survey Area, 

no habitat for any of the listed species were identified within the Project Survey Area. Therefore, no further 

coordination regarding the listed species is warranted.  

The field survey results presented herein apply to the existing and reasonably foreseeable site conditions 

at the time of our assessment. They cannot apply to site changes of which AECOM is unaware and has not 

had the opportunity to review. Changes in the condition of a property may occur with time due to natural 

processes or human impacts at the project site or on adjacent properties. Changes in applicable standards 

may also occur as a result of legislation or the expansion of knowledge over time. Accordingly, the findings 

of this report may be invalidated, wholly or in part, by changes beyond the control of AECOM.

I refer to the Jug Street Improvements Project, Investigation of Waters of the United States, 
The City of New Albany, dated 6 January 2022 submitted on your behalf by EMH&T, Inc. You 
have requested a preliminary jurisdictional determination (JD) for the potential jurisdictional 
aquatic resources and an approved JD for the potential non-jurisdictional aquatic resources on 
the approximate 78.01-acre site.  The property is located along Jug Street from west of Beech 
Road to Mink Street in Jersey Township, Licking County, Ohio at approximately 40.0963 
latitude, -82.7343 longitude.  Your JD request was previously assigned the following file 
number: LRH-2022-38-SCR.  Please reference this number on all future correspondence related 
to this project. 
 

The United States Army Corps of Engineers’ (Corps) authority to regulate waters of the 
United States is based on the definitions and limits of jurisdiction contained in 33 CFR 328 and 
33 CFR 329.  Section 404 of the Clean Water Act (Section 404) requires a Department of the 
Army (DA) permit be obtained prior to discharging dredged and/or fill material into waters of 
the United States, including wetlands.  Section 10 of the Rivers and Harbors Act of 1899 
(Section 10) requires a DA permit be obtained for any work in, on, over, or under a navigable 
water.  
 
Preliminary Jurisdictional Determination 

 
Based upon a review of the submitted report, this office has determined 315 linear feet of two 

(2) streams (Haines Ditch and Stream 1) and 0.07 acre of two (2) wetlands (Wetlands K and L) 
are located within the approximate 78.01-acre site and may be waters of the United States in 
accordance with the Regulatory Guidance Letter for JDs issued by the Corps on October 31, 
2016 (Regulatory Guidance Letter No. 16-01).  As indicated in the guidance, this Preliminary JD 
is non-binding and cannot be appealed (33 CFR 331.2), and only provides a written indication 
that waters of the United States, including wetlands, may be present on-site.

You have declined to exercise the option to obtain an approved JD in this instance and at this 
time for the above aquatic resources.  However, for the purposes of the determination of impacts, 
compensatory mitigation, and other resource protection measures for activities that require 
authorization from this office, the above aquatic resources will be evaluated as if they are waters 
of the United States.
